“After me comes a man who ranks ahead of me because he was before me.” 31|
myself did not know him; but | came baptizing with water for this reason, that he
might be revealed to Israel.” 32And John testified, ‘| saw the Spirit descending
from heaven like a dove, and it remained on him. 33 | myself did not know him,
but the one who sent me to baptize with water said to me, “He on whom you see
the Spirit descend and remain is the one who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.” 34
And | myself have seen and have testified that this is the Son of God.’

3> The next day John again was standing with two of his disciples, 3 and as he
watched Jesus walk by, he exclaimed, ‘Look, here is the Lamb of God!” 37 The two
disciples heard him say this, and they followed Jesus. 3 When Jesus turned and
saw them following, he said to them, ‘What are you looking for?” They said to
him, ‘Rabbi’ (which translated means Teacher), ‘where are you staying?’ 3° He
said to them, ‘Come and see.” They came and saw where he was staying, and they
remained with him that day. It was about four o’clock in the afternoon. 4% One of
the two who heard John speak and followed him was Andrew, Simon Peter’s
brother. *! He first found his brother Simon and said to him, ‘We have found the
Messiah’ (which is translated Anointed. 42 He brought Simon|c] to Jesus, who
looked at him and said, ‘You are Simon son of John. You are to be called Cephas’
(which is translated Peter).

3
He left Nazareth and made his home in Capernaum by the lake, in the territory
of Zebulun and Naphtali, ¥ so that what had been spoken through the prophet
Isaiah might be fulfilled:
15 and of Zebulun, land of Naphtali,

on the road by the sea, across the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles—
16 the people who sat in darkness

have seen a great light,
and for those who sat in the region and shadow of death

light has dawned.’



17 From that time Jesus began to proclaim, ‘Repent, for the kingdom of heaven
has come near.’

18 As he walked by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon, who is called
Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the lake—for they were
fishermen. ¥ And he said to them, ‘Follow me, and | will make you fish for people.’

23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming
the good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and every sickness
among the people.

Epiphany 4 Sunday January 29

10n the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus
was there. 2 Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. 3 When
the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him, ‘They have no wine.” 4 And
Jesus said to her, “‘Woman, what concern is that to you and to me? My hour has
not yet come.” 3 His mother said to the servants, ‘Do whatever he tells you.”  Now
standing there were six stone water-jars for the Jewish rites of purification, each
holding twenty or thirty gallons. 7 Jesus said to them, ‘Fill the jars with water.’
And they filled them up to the brim. 8 He said to them, ‘Now draw some out, and
take it to the chief steward.” So they took it. > When the steward tasted the water
that had become wine, and did not know where it came from (though the
servants who had drawn the water knew), the steward called the bridegroom
3nd said to him, ‘Everyone serves the good wine first, and then the inferior wine
after the guests have become drunk. But you have kept the good wine until now.’
1 Jesus did this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee, and revealed his glory;
and his disciples believed in him.
